The program
is coordinated by the National Library of Medicine® (NLM®)
and is carried out through a nationwide network of over
5,000 member libraries. These include academic medical
libraries, hospital, pharmaceutical and other special health
sciences libraries, and a growing number of public libraries
with consumer health collections. The eight regional

NN/LM offices are located throughout the United States.

ices, such as telemedicine and electronic imaging.

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The DOCLINE®and LoansomeDoc® systems link Network
libraries together to provide articles, books and audio-
visuals to members and their patrons. Network libraries
process more than three million interlibrary loan requests

annually.
